She had a few career attempts before finding her calling as a teacher. She
studied at Odesa State University and completed a double masters in
Language and Education. Luba, or “Lubov Petrovna” as her students called
her, went on to teach Russian and Ukrainian literature in Ukraine, Canada,
and the U.S.A. She was a beloved primary and secondary school teacher. Her
command of the classroom, her kindness and care, and her fun-natured spirit
made her an incredible mentor.

She fell in love with a man named Yuri Mozolev, a fellow teacher, and they
married in 1985. They went on to have two beautiful daughters, Polina and
Catherine. When the family immigrated to the United States, Luba became a
daycare teacher, then a director, and eventually went on to open up her own
home daycare.

Many former students, daycare children, and parents kept in touch with Luba
throughout the 45 years that she was an educator, a testament to the
incredible and lasting impact she had on their lives.

She loved gardening, cooking, reading, and making sure that everybody was
well-fed and cared for.

Her family will remember her as the matriarch of the family; resilient, honest,
fearless, beautiful and generous.

Above all, she was the epitome of what her name Lubov meant: Love.

Lubov will be missed dearly by all those who knew her.
