In 1990, Bob started working for the
Department of Justice, United States Immigration and Naturalization Service,
where he met the love of his life and future wife, Marlene. A natural athlete, he
loved Chicago sports, particularly the Chicago White Sox (he hated the Cubs).

Bob was the loving husband of his devoted late wife of 24 years, Marlene
Butman Palao, who preceded him in death in 2016.
