Norman was becoming an astute businessman, taking ownership of the
Sycamore branch last year. He had aspirations of attending law school in
order to represent and advocate for Thai immigrants and their business
pursuits. Norman really wanted to leave his mark. He loved animals, music,
sushi, and singing (particularly soul songs). He was definitely a momma’s boy
and had a very strong and close relationship with his mother and maternal
grandmother.

Adored son of Kalayakorn “Koliko” Senanan Bogaert of South Elgin and
Thomas Bogaert of Bartlett. Dear brother of Chanel Nicole Bogaert, loving
partner of Wantana “Jennie” Jantakhet, and cherished grandson of Yachai
Thaptong of South Elgin, Jacqueline Bogaert of Streamwood, and the late
Nopporn Senanan.

Norman is also survived by his biological father Damrong Pornthepsiripong
and his aunt Yanitha “Poppy” Senanan, both of Bangkok as well as many
other relatives in lllinois, California, and Thailand.
